Loose grass clippings and such should be bagged and placed
into your 90 gallon container. Yard trash, etc. should be bagged and placed into your
90 gallon container. ALL house trash, etc. should be placed into your 90 gallon con-
tainer for normal trash pick-up. Please DO NOT overfill your 90 gallon container—it
will spill when the trash truck dumps it. Place your container with the arrows facing
towards the street.

The Town Staff picks up all burnable items first and then all the non-burnable. Please
keep these separate to improve our pick-up time. If you have any questions about
